PROGRESS REPORT ON THE INTERCHANGE OF I-580 &
FALLON RD

As any resident of Positano is all too aware, construction at
the intersection of I-580 and Fallon Road has been un-
derway for many months. The project includes widening
the I'allon Road overcrossing, reconnecting Fallon Rd. to
the overcrossing, reconstructing the on- and off-ramps to
1-580, and installing traffic signals, lighting and landscaping.

A parallel overpass is now being built to allow for cars
to continue using the existing Fallon Rd overpass during
construction. Beams to support the overpass are being
installed spanning over I-580, resulting in lane reductions.
Drivers are advised to proceed with caution when going
through the construction zone.

The project’s completion date is projected to be Fall
of 2009.
